Cook’s legacy: Colonisation and its consequences
After Cook's expedition, British interest in Australia increased rapidly. Following the loss of the
American colonies, Britain needed a new destination for transporting convicts®. Australia appeared
suitable for this purpose, In January 1788, the First Fleet arrived in Port Jackson with more than
700 convicts on board. Under Governor Arthur Phillip, the British flag was raised, and the land w
claimed for the Crown. Colonisation was organised in a strict military manner. Convicts were forced
to work, build infrastructure and farm the land. Indigenous Australians were not recognis
ish subjects and were not protected by law. Indigenous ownership of land was ignor
to violent conflicts as settlers expanded into Aboriginal territory.

The Sydney 2000 Olympics became a public forum for Australian
Aborigines and for reconciliation between white and Indigenous
Australians and their difficult history. World champion Cathy
Freeman was given a prominent role as an Abariginal athlete in
the ceremonies and celebrations. The Olympic Committée per-
mitted her to wear the Aboriginal flag as a political statement.
Cathy Freeman also became the first Aboriginal ff@ckeand field
athlete to represent Australia in the Olympic Gamis. She was
selected to Light the Olympic cauldron during the opening cere-
mony of the Sydney 2000 Olympic Games Whgse she won a gold
